Series Description:  This series has been produced with various spellings of the primary character name.  This document will always use the spelling "Barrie Craig", unless specifically noted for reasons of clarity. Barrie Craig, Confidential Investigator is one of the few detective radio series that had separate versions of it broadcast from both coasts. Even the spelling changed over the years. It was first "Barry Crane" and then "Barrie Craig". NBC produced it in New York from 1951 to 1954 and then moved it to Hollywood where it aired from 1954 to 1955. It attracted only occasional sponsors so it was usually a sustainer.

William Gargan, who also played the better known television (and radio) detective Martin Kane, was the voice of New York eye BARRIE CRAIG while Ralph Bell portrayed his associate, Lt. Travis Rogers. Craig's office was on Madison Avenue and his adventures were fairly standard PI fare. He worked alone, solved cases efficiently, and feared no man. As the promos went, he was "your man when you can't go to the cops. Confidentiality a specialty."

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Using This Document – Conventions:

· Because all episodes were broadcast on NBC, network notation on individual episode descriptions will not be repeated.

· The format style of the Barrie Craig series introduces what I’ve called a "First Line Narrative".  This slightly cryptic message spoken by the main character at the show opening is used as a hook to pique the interest of the audience.  Some episodes are labeled "First Line Narrative (probable)" That label is used when reference material indicates it is the F.L.N. text, but the spoken word or script is not available to confirm the entry.
· The surviving audio copies of the Barrie Craig series have a much higher incident of trimming the opening and the ending of the show from the recording.  When this occurs, the response for First Line Narrative and End of Show will both show "Not Available".  Trimming the End of Show was especially damaging because that section of the broadcast usually contained the current show title, the title of the next week’s show and Barrie Craig's overview of next week’s plot.

· Next will be the "First Line:" The first sentence or two at the beginning of the actual drama.  With this series, it is always preceded by a musical interlude and then the actor announces "Barrie Craig speaking" or some variant and then the narrative that leads directly into the story.
· The "Plot:" provides a brief subjective description of the plot highlights.

· Some episodes may include a section, "Duplicate:" to identify rebroadcast of the same show such as AFRS or reuse of the script.
· The "End of Show" items include information provided beyond the end of the drama.  With this series it usually included a confirmation of the show title and a preview of the following week’s show.

· Special Notice - Episode filenames are as accurate as available research information allows.  When there is a dispute on a filename, then "AKA" filenames will be reported.  Sometimes, for cases where the episode is missing, a short reference synopsis will be made from the plot of the episode.  Filenames will be placed in date order when known.  The word “confirmed” at the end of the episode title name is used when there is confirmation of the name from sources other than the episode, usually newspaper ads.
· Title line for episodes that are NOT available will be boxed. 
· Sequential Episode Numbers: There seems to be a general lack of consensus for episode numbers.  The episode numbers used with this collection are those used in the current version of the Otter database.
· Series Name for this work will be Barrie Craig, Confidential Investigator.  See the Naming section in the included anthology for additional details.  This information is made available through the special research of Stewart Wright and Ben Kibler.
