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Hi Ed,

Spent some time looking at newspaper listings.

Seems that the show was moved into the Red Skelton time/day slot for the summer of 1952 at 8:30pm on Tuesdays.  When Skelton returned, BC was sent back to old 10pm Wednesday schedule.

I found "Perfect Suspect" named as episode title in only one listing on 9/9/52.

As far as the other one,

52/09/24           051       Barrie Craig, Confidential Investigator, September 24, 1952.  "Death Trap, I found at least 5 different newspapers with the episode entitled "Night Alarm" on that date.

A search of the NewspaperARCHIVE database for "Death Trap" in 1952 produced hundreds of hits but none for Barrie Craig.

I see that Otter has it listed on that date but the wiki does not.  I think the Otter log will have to be corrected.

Which is echoed by the wiki & by Otter...............BUT...................

I found that episode on 10/01/52 six (6) times and found "Millionaire's Widow" on 10/08/52.

In addition, I found ads for Barrie Craig on 9/17/52 but the grids all had a Sen. Robert Taft speech, so I think it is safe to assume that Barrie Craig was not broadcast on 9/17/52.
