Bayard Taylor, whose inter-
ests were solely travel and writ-
ing and not wealth, was sent (o
California in 1849 by Horace
Greeley to report the drama of
the gold rush to readers af the
»ew York Tribune. “Eldorado”
ig the result—a collection of
letters in which he describes
with a fine reporter's hand his
voyage to California. by way
of Panama, and intimate ac-
counts of life in early San
Francisco, Monterey, Sacra-
mento, the gold fields, and
journeys inte Mexico,

“The Shirley Letters,” an the
other hand, were written by
Louise Amelia Knapp Smith
Clappe, the young wife of a
doctar who deserted San Fran-
cisco for the mining camps on
the Morth Ferk of the Ameri
can River, to regain his health.
The young woman began writ-
ing observations of her new
life and because they bounce
with rare wit and truth they
began finding their way into
newspapers and magazinues.
These letters, 23 in number and
signed ''Darne Shirley,” today
are considered among the very
finest to come out of Califor
nia's early mining regions.

A book of this nature must
be done carefully, avoiding
what is obvious of historical
significanee for that which is
fregh in color and design. So
the author fills his book with
people  and MAENNCTS, with
sparkling recollections of the
past as it has moulded and
preserved the present. Saints
and bawds, shopkeepers and pi-
rates. each had his time and
his way., And s0 modern New
Orleans appears, with excite
ment just bevond the corner,
and splender 1o spare.

THZERE IS hardly a question
put that Maugham is one
of the most literate and civil-
{lized writers of the present age,
He takes pains to avoid sham,
and his dealing with humanity
is an honest expresslon of dra-
matic values. Even though he
may be an irritant with a dry
skeptic's ever-present observa-
tions of life as he sees it, he
still holds a host of readers and
will continue to do so with this,
his own account of his random
doings since 1892, when he be-
came a medical student at St
Thomas' Hospitalk

Perhaps the most fascinating
thing about this highly person-
al account is the development
nf Maugham himself, shown in
his changing values and expres
sions of values in his writings.
Like many a voung man with
intellectua! leanings, Maugham
was guite callow in his garly
Jife, but later broadened to be-
come a more enlightened skep-
tic with an expanding philos-
ophy to take inte account that
a more patient resignation was
a healthy thing. But his eye
and feellng for character never
diminished, and all his lfe

Scrolls of Bible Days
Viewed by Throngs

I‘I‘ HAS BEEN a memorable
experience for the thou-
gands who have visited the Li-
brary of Congress this week 1o
see the cxhibition of Ancient
iichrew serolls. This is true not
only for the majority who love
the 0ld Testament and whao he-
jieve in the Judaie-Christian
concept of religion and philoso-
phy but for every onc who is

interested in  ancient history
and rare acchealogical dis-
coveries.

The story of 1he discevery of
the priceless treasures Is more

dramatie than anything set
down in the Arabian Nights.
One of the scrolls is a copy of
the complete text ef the book
of Isaiah, All were found by a
Bedouin shepherd in 1947 near
Jericho in what 15 now Trans-
Jordan, Hunting ior a straying
goat, the shepherd and his
companion discovered 4 gmall
opening in a wall of rock that
led inte a cavern, Inside the
¢ave, the shepherd found large
earthen jars which contained
cight leather scrolls  covered
with ancient writing.

The two shepherds divided
their findings and went at once
10 the city to sell them. After
three weoks, the shepherd man-
aged to bring the serolls to the

attention of the Archbishap
and Metraopoliian of Jerusalem
and TransJordan, His Grace,
the Rov. Athanaslus Yeshue
wamuel of the Assyrian Ortho-
dax Church, He purchased the
scrolls; the other shepherd sold
his portien 1o the Hebrew uni-
versity on Mt Scorpus.

The most valuable of the
monastery group of scroils is
ihe Isaiah manuscript. It is 24
foet leng, written in archaic
}icbrew characteristic of the
Second Century, B. C.. on thin
parchment and in carbon ink.
The manuscript is in an almost
perfect state of preservation.

wost scholars believe there
can he no doubt as to the au-
thenticity of these scrolls for,
following their discovery, the
cave was carefully excavated
by noted archcologists. They
found many specimens of pot-
fery characteristic of the Mac-
cabean period (165337 B. C.).
