Secrets Of Scotland Yard
1949 - 1951

This was an internationally successful crime drama series, boasting well over 100 episodes, and also served as the prototype for another radio drama series, The Black Museum hosted by Orson Welles. In both series, well known actors were employed as host/narrator, Orson Wells in Black Museum and Clive Brook here. In fact the shows were so similar that some of the actual Scotland Yard cases were dramatized (with totally different scripts) for both series. 

The Secrets of Scotland Yard was produced by the Towers of London syndicate in England for world wide distribution and aired originally in the 1950s on Radio Luxembourg in Europe and later on the Mutual Broadcasting System in the United Sates. 
Harry Alan Towers, was born in London on October 19, 1920, though some biographies claim he was an American. Actually, Towers holds dual citizenship of Britain and Canada. He set up a production company in 1946 after serving in the Second World War with the RAF. His British company, Towers of London, produced and syndicated , in addition to Secrets of Scotland Yard, some popular series, The Black Museum hosted by Orson Welles; The Adventures of Harry Lime (aka The Third Man) again with Orson Welles; Theater Royale  with Sir. Laurence Olivier and Ralph Richardson as hosts/narrators; The Scarlet Pimpernel’ Horatio Hornblower; and the Sherlock Holmes series featuring Sir John Gielgud and Sir Ralph Richardson portraying Holmes and Watson. All of the Towers of London radio series remained in syndication within the United States up until the 1970s. It’s unfortunate that better sounding copies have not been found.

In an earlier time, just prior to and following the Second World War, the general public was fascinated by the subject of crime. Numerous magazines of “True Crime Stories” filled the newsstands. Radio also helped fill the need with fictional heroes such as Johnny Dollar and The Saint. Few true crime dramas sustained long term success. Each week, anxious radio-listeners tuned in as Clive Brook introduced us to the true crime stories surrounding some of England’s most famous criminal trials. Stories include the thief of the British crown jewels by Colonel Thomas Blood; the story of a man who finds an armless and legless body wrapped in ribbons and lace, or two close brothers who love one another but do not like one of the brother’s affluent, unsightly and ignorant wife. Murders, forgery, and robberies all get a through review on the program. Each time, Scotland Yard detectives are afoot to solve the crime mystery! 

The Secrets of Scotland Yard was initially hosted by Clive Brook, later replaced by an actor portraying the character Inspector X of Scotland Yard.  Clive Brook was a successful director writer, and actor in many films, including playing Sherlock Holmes in a couple of early films such as “The Return of Sherlock Holmes, the first Holmes movie of the sound era in 1929. He also played the title role in the Sherlock Holmes film of 1932.
The series title, Secrets of Scotland Yard, may have been inspired by a 1944 film of that same name, based on a novel by Denison Clift  titled, Denison Clift Room 40, 0. B which was actually a spy mystery.., and starring Edgar Barrier and Lionel Atwell.

A suave, handsome, distinguished British leading man of stage and screen, Brook worked as a journalist and insurance agent, returned as a major from service in World War One, then made his stage debut in 1918. He began appearing in films with Debt of Honor (1919) while also working on the London stage. Brook soon became a popular, suave leading man, the perfect British gentleman with a stiff upper lip; he occasionally played villains as well. Arriving in Hollywood in 1924, he made a smooth transition into talkies with his attractive, clipped accent, remaining a top draw until at least 1934. Brook returned to Britain in 1935 and continued appearing in films for the next decade; he produced, directed and starred in his last venture, On Approval (1945), going on to make only one more movie, nearly twenty years later (The List of Adrian Messenger [1963]). He concentrated on stage work for the rest of his career, with occasional appearances on British TV. He was married to his former co-star, Mildred Evelyn; two of their children, Faith and Lyndon Brook, have also acted in films. ~ All Movie Guide

FIRST LINE: “Opening Music” How do you do? This is Clive Brook. Today, I want to tell you something about the special branch of Scotland Yard. I expect you’ve heard of it.

Bank of England Robbery – syndicated version (28:16)
HOST: Unidentified
PLOT: Details an 1873 George MacDonald and George Bidwell created £1 million worth of forged Bank of England notes.
FIRST LINE: “Opening Music” “Presenting Clive Brook in The Secrets Of Scotland Yard.” (the previous introduction was added during a retransmission)“More music.” “How do you do. Is there such a thing as a perfect crime. It certainly has no place in this program.”

COMMENT: In 1891 George Bidwell wrote a book, “Forging His Own Chains: The Wonderful Life-Story of...” This massive publication of 624pages and over 100 illustrations. The the volume Bidwell recounts his criminal exploits which included a £1 million forgery on the Bank of England. Bidwell served 15 years in Newgate for the million-pound fraud.

HOST: Clive Brook with Percy Hoskins
PLOT: London 1945 story about the murder of taxi driver Frank Everett by Russian Robert and two

Polish deserters 
FIRST LINE: Music – (audio clipped) “Hello, this is Clive Brooks. And what a strange paradox it is, isn’t it, Buzzy. That while the terrible fact of war itself invariably brings out the best in men, the blessing of peace that follows it so often reveals the worse.’

Bone from a Voice Box – syndicated version (24:30)
HOST: Clive Brook
PLOT: July 1942 the skeleton of Mrs. Dobkins is found in building ruins a year following the London blitz. 
FIRST LINE: (Music) “How do you do? This week I’m taking you to the Black Museum of Scotland Yard. The Black Museum. Sinister name for a hall which houses a series of murder exhibits. Not always frightening in themselves, but terrifying when considered in their relation to their history.”

COMMENT: The narration to this show is written in a very similar style to The Black Museum radio series. 

Brothers Staunton – syndicated version (28:55)
HOST: Clive Brook
PLOT: Two brothers named Patrick and Louis Staunton were charged along with their mistresses, sisters, Elizabeth and Alice Rhodes with the murder of Harriet Staunton, whom Louis had married earlier, for her money.
FIRST LINE: “How do you do? This is Clive Brooks. You remember the story of a small boy who was carrying an even small boy up a hill? Someone stopped him and asked if the burden wasn’t too much for him. This isn’t a burden he replied, it’s my brother.”

FIRST LINE: (first line muffled) Yes science can prove where a man has been and what he has touched. But, being able to prove these things Scotland Yard must prove them (text muffled). If they overlook any accepted means of obtaining evidence then this may react in favor of the accused. 

Charles Piece – Musician and Murderer edited original Mutual Broadcast System broadcast with commercials deleted. (18:24)
HOST: Clive Brook
PLOT:  Charles Piece committed a murder that William Haverin was tried for.

Crime On The Railway aka Robbery on the Railways – syndicated version (26:26)
HOST:  Clive Brook
PLOT:   A factual dramatized documentary about railroad crimes and the railroad police.
FIRST LINE: (music) How do you do? This is Clive Brook. You’ve probably heard the expression, “off the rails.” It usually signifies that somebody has left the side down by descending to a little black mailing or perhaps a touch of arson.

Dr Ruxton Axe Killer – syndicated version (24:40)
HOST:  Clive Brook
PLOT:  Dr Buck Ruxton killed his common-law wife, Isabella Kerr 
FIRST LINE: How do you do? I’ve been asking myself why it is that criminal trials grip the imagination of the meekest law biders among us.

Samuel Dougal was devoid of morals, a psychopath with no conscience and a murderer none to careful about covering his tracks. 
hat he got away with murder for years was down to his unquenchable self-confidence and magnetic charm. 
Dougal was born in Bow in 1846, finished school and secured a job as an apprentice in a civil engineer’s office. 
But the young man was in search of fun, not regular employment. When his debts, his drinking, his womanising and his father started to catch up with him, he ran off to join the Army, enlisting at Chatham in 1866. 
For 21 years he toured the world with the Royal Engineers, serving in Wales, Ireland, Nova Scotia, and finishing his service at Aldershot in 1887, where he was quartermaster-sergeant and chief clerk.  His military career was spotless but his home life was not so good. He had married one Miss Griffiths in 1869. The couple had four children, but she had to endure his drunkenness and violence for 16 years. 
Then, in June 1885, she suddenly fell violently ill. 12 hours later she died in agony. 
Dougal returned to England on leave just two months later, with a new wife. In October she was dead too, after a bout of violent vomiting.  Both women were buried within 24 hours of death. And, as both occurred on military property, neither body was subject to post mortem. 
In 1887, the regiment returned to England, Dougal with another woman, though this time they didn’t marry. She had a baby, but was so beaten by Dougal that she fled back to Halifax, posing as a widow. The decommissioned soldier moved through a quick succession of Civvy Street jobs – publican, steward of a Conserva-tive club, surveyor, clerk, salesman and storekeeper. 
There were even more women than jobs. He fathered two more children with a young widow, but again the violence was so much that she fled.  He ran a pub in Ware, Hertfordshire, supported by an elderly woman and her cash. When the house ‘accidentally’ burned down in 1889, Dougal anticipated an insurance payday but instead wound up in St Albans Crown Court, charged with arson.  The lucky Dougal escaped due to lack of evidence and skipped off back to Ireland, where he met and married Sarah White in 1892. The third Mrs Dougal bore him two children. 
By 1898, Dougal was without a wife again and his youngest child was dead after suffering convulsions. 
Spinster’s fortune Camille Holland was a spinster of 55 when she had the misfortune to bump into Dougal at the Earl’s Court Exhibition that year. She had recently come into an inheritance of £6,000 – an enormous amount for the time. 
Dougal persuaded Miss Holland to invest in Moat House Farm, outside Saffron Walden, in January 1899. 
There was a succession of servant girls, most driven out by his drunken sexual advances. The last, Florrie Havies, was also the last person to see Camille Holland alive. 
On 19 May, Miss Holland said she was off to do some shopping – her whereabouts would remain a mystery for another four years. 
Unexpected exit
Dougal told Florrie that her mistress had unexpectedly boarded a train to London and had written saying she would soon return. 
Remarkably, though rumours flourished and Dougal’s behaviour got no better, nobody chose to dig any deeper until April 1903. 
In the intervening years, Dougal had forged cheques to siphon money from Camille’s bank accounts, transferred the deeds of Moat House to himself, moved Sarah White in as his daughter, and impregnated another servant, Kate Cranwell. 
But the police were finally closing in. On Friday 13 March, 1903, Dougal moved out of the farm with Kate Cranwell’s sister, Georgina, also pregnant. The pair took the train to Liverpool Street and then on for a weekend of pleasure in Bournemouth. 
Dougal was eventually apprehended not by the police, but by a sharp-eyed bank clerk, who called officers when the killer tried to change some £10 notes at the Bank of England. 
The police moved in to Moat House, digging up the farmyard and, on 27 April, Miss Holland’s corpse was found in a drainage ditch. 
Dougal’s defence in court was typically confident if implausible. He claimed he had been unloading his gun, when it accidentally went off. Panicking, he had hidden her body in the ditch. 
The father of 11, husband of three and lover of many more was hanged at Chelmsford Gaol on July 8, 1903.
