The Whistler in 1947
The Whistler in 1947 appears on the surface to have been even more complex than in 1946. Based upon the research I have done it appears to shake down as follows:

1. CBS West Coast - as in 1946 it aired weekly in the seven western states where Signal Oil had a presence and was sponsored by Signal.

2. CBS Central - from 47-01-05 thru 47-03-02 aired weekly on Sundays as in 1946. No episodes available so it is unclear whether or not it was still being sponsored by Meister Brau, some other sponsor or being sustained, and whether or not it was still using local actors or not. On 47-03-12, the show changed to Wednesday nights and remained that way until the end of the year. At some time during this run the sponsorship changed to HFC and I'm still woking on exactly when. 

3. CBS-NET everywhere except the west coast (I think) - starting on 47-02-12 and running through 48-09-15, HFC sponsored the Whistler on the CBS Network, excluding the Signal Oil coverage stations on the west coast. It appears that this included the Chicago area but I am not yet sure of this. What is known is that on 47-07-02, the title of each episode on the west coast, Chicago area and the CBS NET episodes match up and remain that way for the rest of the run. Again, whether it was the same script, the same show (using transcriptions) or different shows using different sponsors is unclear. The main players in three programs we do have from this run match the names in the script book, implying it was the same show across all.
